1. Chairperson
John Reynolds was appointed Chairperson of the meeting and chaired the meeting throughout.
2. Notice and Quorum
The Chairperson noted that notice of the meeting and of the nature of the business to be conducted had been given to all directors entitled to attend the meeting and that a quorum was present in accordance with IoD’s Constitution. 
3. Resolutions
3.1 IT WAS RESOLVED to receive and consider the minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on 28th May 2024.
3.2 IT WAS RESOLVED to receive the following:
a. the Financial Statements for the year ended 31st December 2024;
b. the report of the Directors; and
c. the report of the statutory auditors on the Financial Statements and on the report of the directors.
3.3 IT WAS RESOLVED, following consideration of the Financial Statements and the report of the directors, to confirm satisfaction with the performance and management of the affairs of the Company.
3.4 IT WAS RESOLVED that the Company's auditors, BDO, be re-appointed as statutory auditors of the Company and hold office until the conclusion of the next annual general meeting. 
3.5 IT WAS RESOLVED to authorise the directors / Council members to fix the remuneration of the statutory auditors. 
4. Presidents Address 
The President delivered an address to the members wherein he:
(a) Welcomed everyone and thanked them for joining the 32nd AGM of the IoD Ireland. The President acknowledged the success of IoD Ireland due to the contributions and insights of its members and noted the Council's deep appreciated the unwavering support of the Institute's members.
(b) Mentioned that the Annual Report, circulated to all members earlier in the month, told the story of 2024.
